Acadia University Dump & Run 2017 Volunteer Agreement

This agreement made effective on this date , 2017 by and between

Dump & Run establishes the expectations and limitations of a Dump & Run “volunteer”.

A volunteer is to enter Acadia property as instructed and to engage in activities relating to the purpose of the
Dump & Run event. Volunteers must be at least 12 years of age to participate. Volunteer activities include:

e Receiving, sorting and organizing donated goods
e Assisting patrons and coordinators during the event
e Assisting with clean-up activities

By signing this document, you agree to serve as a volunteer under the following conditions:

1. You are approved to serve as a volunteer by a participating community or campus group.

2. You agree to be personally responsible for your own health and safety AT ALL TIMES. You agree to only
engage only in activities that are within your physical capability.

3. Behave in a respectful manner towards Acadia University staff, students, faculty, other volunteers and
visitors to campus and university property.

4. Behave in a manner that is consistent with the mission of the event to divert waste from landfill and
generate funds for participating community and campus groups. Volunteers serve in the interest of the
event and their community or campus group, not for personal gain.

5. You agree to hold harmless Acadia Dump and Run and Acadia University from any and all claims or
demands for injuries to persons and/or property resulting from negligence of the University and/or
failure to maintain a safe environment.

6. Compensation for volunteer hours will be decided at the sole discretion of the Dump & Run
coordinators.

7. Volunteers who work at least 4 hours by Friday at 6:30pm are eligible to participate in volunteer
shopping and may spend up to $20. No furniture or specially priced items may be purchased in
advance or hidden on-site. You agree not to take anything from the site unless purchased in the time
allotted for volunteer shopping.

8. One the day of the event volunteers are not permitted to put items aside or make any purchases
except after 11am.

9. Volunteers serve at the sole discretion of Acadia University and can be dismissed without cause at any
time during the event. Acadia also reserves the right to refuse a volunteer without cause.

This agreement represents the entire agreement between the parties and can only be changed or amended by
a written document signed by both parties. The parties signing below acknowledge that they have read and
understood the agreement.
